A: Jim Payne response: Determine who is in detention, MN did not indicate Latinos.  Now the three counties do that.  

Judge Bransford, Fourth Judicial District Chief Juvenile Judge response: “the court was not talking to the JDC (Juvenile Detention Center), now we are talking to them.”

James Bell response: “What happens when there is no accountability”, “How do you come to work and do what you do everyday, because you can.”

Q: The only people who are left in the system will be African-Americans. What do you do?

A: Jim Payne response: “The only youth left will be those who need to be there.”

James Bell response: “It should be a scandal to get counseling by going to jail. This is where structural racism is today.”
