Positive Community Norms (Imogen Davis – Tonka CARES Model)

Positive Community Norms is a process that combines social norm science with
communications/marketing and community organizing for the purpose of
reducing the incidence of risky behavior. The approach has been used
successfully around the country to reduce underage and college drinking. The
Minnesota Department of Human Services has funded a number of communities
around the state to implement Positive Community Norms campaigns, and there
are also several local Drug Free Communities grantees developing campaigns
in their communities.  These campaigns focus on correcting widespread
misperception of norms - data shows that youth, and adults for that matter,
tend to overestimate the prevalence of risky behavior among their peers, and
this misperception itself becomes a risk factor for use. 

Correcting the mis-perception has been shown to reduce the rate of risky
behavior.  Imogen Davis, coordinator of Tonka CARES, a Drug-Free Communities
grantee, will talk about the approach and how her coalition is beginning to
implement it.
